ACCOUNT? 

To insure that your studentôs account is credited 

properly, please include the studentôs name in the 

memo section at the bottom of your check.  All 

checks should be made out to:  Bloomingdale Chorus 

Booster or BCB.  All monies should be received in an 

envelope. Envelopes are available from the studentôs 

class treasurer or any envelope from home will work.   

Written on the envelope should be students name, 

what the check is for, and the amount.  This insures 

proper crediting of your studentôs account.   
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Chorus Booster Membership 

 

If you joined the Chorus Boosters, your name will be placed on the Booster member list (no 

membership cards this year).  At the concerts, the ushers will have the member list to allow 

seating in the reserved area. 

 

You can still join the Chorus Boosters at the upcoming fall concert and have reserved seating at 

all of our chorus concerts.  Also, you receive 10% off the price of Concert DVDs.  The DVD 

price is $20 or all three DVDs for $50 when pre-ordered by 10/14/08. 
 

Membership is just $25.00 for the year; if you havenôt joined yet, make sure to stop at the 

membership table at the concert on October 17
th
.  School funding of the choral program is

1. The performance will be held on Tuesday night, October 14

th
 at 7:00 p.m.  

2. If you joined the Chorus Boosters, you will not be receiving a membership card.  

Instead, your name will be on the reserved seating list that will be with each usher at 

the concerts.  Just give them your name and they will grant you seating in the 

reserved area. 

3. Ambassador parents have the opportunity to pay the balance of the New York trip 

cost with a credit card on October 14
th
 prior to the start of the fall concert.  The 

machine will only be available from 6:00 pm until the concert begins. 

4. Concessions - in addition to the usual choices, Robeks will be offering smoothies & 

pretzels. 

5. DVD orders for the choral performances will be taken in the lobby.   

6. Please remember ï you may not enter or exit the auditorium during a song, only in 

between songs.  Our door monitors will gladly let you in or out at this time.
